DAAD Doctoral Scholarship

Applicants are welcome to apply for re-
search grants for doctoral candidates and
young scientist as well as for research
grants within the ‘Sandwich Model’ scholar-
ship scheme.

Apart from having good Master's and
Bachelor's degree (2" Class upper and

above), candidates must have completed
their most recent academic degree within the
past six years.

The research grant is awarded either for com-
pleting a PhD research programme in a Ger-
man institution, or in a Ghanaian institution
within the ‘Sandwich Model' scholarship
scheme.

Application for this grant is made one year
prior to the year of commencement of schol-
arship.

DAAD Scholarship for Artists/Architects

As a rule, the scholarship is awarded to ap-
plicants who have exhausted the training
possibilities available to them in their home
country and have as far as possible con-
cluded these studies with an appropriate de-
gree.

No more than six years should generally
have passed between the time when they
gained their degree and the time of the appli-
cation.

The application deadline is 15h of October
each year for programmes commencing the
following year.

Equipment grants for Higher Edu-
cation in Developing countries

Applicants for equipment grants include sci-
entists from developing countries who have
completed part of their study or research ac-
tivities at a German institution of higher edu-
cation after having stayed for at least three
months. The applicant does not necessarily
need to be a DAAD scholar.

German scientists who work at a higher edu-
cation institution or at a comparable institu-
tion in a developing country and who have a
corresponding employment contract with
their host institution may also apply.

Applications for this program may be submit-
ted at any time. There is no set submission
date.

Practical traineeship in Germany
(IAESTE)

Practical training placements for students
in the fields of Natural and Technical Sci-
ences, Agriculture and Forestry are ar-
ranged by the IAESTE—International As-
sociation for Exchange of Students for
Technical Experience.

Usually, the traineeships are two to three
months in duration with various firms, insti-
tutions of higher education and research
institutes.

Trainees are usually paid 650 Euros per
month. The DAAD, however, is not able to
grant additional funds to cover travel costs.

university.
