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5th National Cultural Festival of

The German Cultural Festival is an annual
event which is held at the Goethe-Institut
Accra to outdoor the German language profi-
cieny levels of several schools and institu-
tions with German language departments or
German clubs. This year's event was held
on Friday the 4th of May, 2012. There were
more than 600 participants from 15 schools
and institutions participating in the event and
engaging in German fairy tale competitions
at beginner, intermediate and advanced lan-
guage proficiency levels.

DAAD welcomes improvements in the
‘Rights of Residence’

On the 27th April 2012, the Bundestag (Germany's
federal parliament) passed an Act Implementing the
EU Directive on Entry and Residence of Highly
Qualified Workers. The new law opens up new op-
portunities in Germany for foreign students, scien-
tists and researchers.

It broadens the individual's freedom of choice, e.g.
to stay and work in Germany for a certain time or
indefinitely. In the view of the German Academic
Exchange Service (DAAD), this individual freedom
of choice is a key characteristic of an outward-
looking and welcoming country. The DAAD hence
welcomes the new legislation.
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This Act brings far-reaching changes to the right of resi-
dence in Germany: For example, foreign students will
in future be permitted to do odd-jobs for 120 days in-
stead of, as previously, 90 days per year and, after
graduating, they will be allowed to stay in Germany for
18 instead of 12 months to seek qualified employment.

WATENYV is a research oriented international Master of
Science Programme hosted at Leibniz University of
Hannover, Germany. Students obtain interdisciplinary
knowledge and key qualifications in the field of sustain-
able water resources management.
